Due to concerns about the increasing number of requests for EDCD Waiver screenings of children, the committee has attempted to obtain state-wide data. The increase in screenings of children is a result of the lack of availability of other Waiver services. It was difficult to acquire the screening information about children. DMAS required a FOIA request and requested $400.00 for the information. VDSS provided the information for two fiscal years by obtaining it from DMAS. State agency representatives from DSS, Health, and DMAS are meeting to revise the screening tool for children. After looking at tools from other states, it was decided to adapt a tool from Colorado for children’s screenings. There is a significant caveat to the adaption of the tool as it will have to meet the UAI coding requirements due to the contract with the data entry firm. The state work group is discussing who should be responsible for conducting the children’s screenings. As many of the families are seeking the EDCD Waiver due to the terrible waiting list for the DD Waiver, it was thought that the CSB may be the more appropriate agency to conduct the screenings. Does the League have a position?
Guardianship Reports
There was discussion about the workload associated with guardianship reports and the cumulative impact with the reports increasing each year. The five dollar fee does not begin to cover the administrative tasks or the social worker visits and follow-up for routine and questionable situations. Suggestions regarding revising the fees include implementation of only a late fee ($20 is suggested) and eliminating the on-time report filing fee of $5. Committee members will discuss the fees with the Virginia Guardianship Association and the Virginia Public Guardian and Conservator Advisory Board.
