The Child Care Automation Project continues to move forward.  There will be Town Hall style meetings, webinars, and mailings for providers and parents to learn about the changes.  Local DSS staff (case managers, fiscal, supervisors, etc.) will receive online and instructor led training.  Presentations are also being scheduled for regional Office Manager and Local Directors meetings.  Updates are available on the SPARK web page under Child Care, with timelines and FAQ’s; localities are encouraged to use FAQ for questions they have.  The overall automation project is 43% complete as of March 1.  This is an exciting time to see this major project, and its benefits come to life. 
ESP/TANF – Carmel Murphy-Norris took the lead to meet with the ESP/TANF committee and state staff to develop policy changes to reconcile VIEW and child care regarding job search timeframes.  Mark Golden is working on ways to implement this.
Proposed Policy Changes, NOIRA – Mary Ward, Dottie Wells, and Nan Coppedge made presentations to the State Board in February 2011.  There will be public comment regarding the proposed changes on these issues:
· Limiting child care subsidy to 5 years

· Requiring cooperation/referral to DCSE

· Applicant must be 18 years

One factor in asking that assistance be limited to 5 years, rather than being an agency option, is to have consistent policy for automation.
VACIS conversion is addressed in Broadcast 6792.  Open cases coded 92 and 96 will be converted; deleted individuals and closed cases will not be converted to VaCMS.
Mary Ward and Kathy Gillikan will be working on the CCDF State Plan to be effective 10/1/11 to 9/30/13, and will be seeking local input.
