HPMT Family Partnership Policy

For cases referred to CSA for funding
The Henrico County Policy and Management Team will endorse the FAPTs and MDTs of the local CSA to make every effort to engage families in the treatment planning process for their child or youth.  The HPMT understands the need for family members to be aware of and understand both the CSA process and their rights under this process.

Henrico Family Assessment and Planning Team:
· CSA will provide support to the Department of Social Services in their efforts to administer the Family Partnership Meeting Model.

· CSA will make every effort to participate in identified Family Partnership meetings to the extent that their schedule will allow.

· The CSA representative will provide information regarding CSA processes to the family at the conclusion of the FPM if a referral for funding is recommended.

·  A CSA brochure will be provided to the appropriate family members explaining the policies of CSA.
· CSA will  make every effort to schedule FAPT meetings at times when family members are available following the initial referral when they are not required to be present
· The DSS worker will provide written documentation of the FAPT minutes to the designated family members

· The DSS worker will be responsible for notification of the identified parent/custodian and all other FPM participants of the next scheduled FAPT meetings.  An appointment card will be provided to the DSS case manager to give to the parent/custodian.
· The CSA Service Specialist will follow up with utilization review of the services for each assigned case and participate in all of the FAPT meetings while funding is being provided for the child/youth.

· FAPT reviews will be held at a minimum of every sixty days.
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
