Involving your family and your community in Decisions Affecting your children
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What is a FAMILY PARTNERSHIP MEETING?

It is a meeting called by a Child Protective Services (CPS) or Foster Care social worker to discuss safety concerns of a child(ren) and possible services to assist and support the child(ren) and family.  This meeting will last about two (2) hours.

Family Partnership Meetings can also be held when a child’s living situation may need to be changed to discuss the best possible option to ensure the child’s safety.

WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF A FAMILY PARTNERSHIP MEETING?

The purpose is to involve families, relatives, community members and resource families in all safety and service planning decisions and to ensure that a network of support is there for the children and the adults who may care for them.

Who should attend the FAMILY PARTNERSHIP MEETING? 

The parents and anyone they feel will be supportive to them including relatives, friends, neighbors and community members.  The Social Worker, his/her supervisor and the Family Partnership Meeting facilitator will also be there.  The child/youth should attend if he/she is twelve years or older.  All who attend the meeting will form a team that will play an active role in making a decision about your child(ren)’s safety. 

WHY IS IT IMPORTANT TO ATTEND?

Your participation in this meeting is important as the team will be making decisions about your child(ren), his/her safety and possible services. 

WHAT ARE YOUR RIGHTS/ RESPONSIBILITIES ?

To express your feelings about your child and give input into the decision.

To express to your Social Worker what your family needs in order to participate.

To be treated with respect.

To invite supportive people to attend the meeting with you. 

To identify extended family and other supports.

To provide information regarding past and present services. 

WHAT HAPPENS AT THE FAMILY PARTNERSHIP MEETING?
A discussion about your child(ren)’s safety will be held and the Social Worker will talk about the concerns that he/she has. The child’s family will be able to talk about what is important to them.
