VLSSE CSA Committee Report- July 2011
Projects Identified in June 27, 2011 meeting

1. The committee will draft a performance management position paper for VLSSE approval in preparation for the upcoming session. The paper will deal with issues such as data integrity, outcome measures, funding connections to outcomes, training issues, performance reviews, and technical assistance.  This paper will serve both as a response to the denial of funding policy and as preparation for outcome measures introduced during the Assembly.  Shawn Rozier will circulate a draft to the committee in July.
2. Review of the current OCS data by Albermarle County DSS showed significant inconsistencies with OASIS data, which could not be efficiently reconciled.  There will be discussion with other localities to review their data, and begin to discuss data integrity issues with the state.

3. The committee will comprehensively identify specific training needs and topics for submission to the SLAT and OCS.  Carla Taylor and Cheryl Williams will be working on this in conjunction with the Professional Development Committee.  Some of the initial topics identified included training on the CSA manual, more training on the policies of the different agencies involved in CSA, training on the interface with Medicaid and licensing policies, and training on contracting services.
4. Carla Taylor will draft a letter to OCS requesting clarification of the impact of the Medicaid pilot for intensive in-home and day treatment services on the approval/provision of services funded by CSA in situations where treatment is denied by Medicaid but the CANS indicates a need for the service.
5. The committee will continue to work with the VLSSE Child and Family Services committee on the statewide TFC workgroup. The workgroup is preparing to work on a uniform level system along with a common language for service delivery across all providers.  Identification of a level for regular foster home placements has been agreed to, but licensing constraints currently prevent reduced service provision by TFC agencies to youth who only need a regular foster home placement.
