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The PDC has held one meeting since the last League Board meeting. We met on October 14, 2011.  

Jonathon Mosher, VDSS E-Learning Content Coordinator and Allyne Webster, Central/Northern Regional Training Manager, attended our meeting to discuss the future of training.

Patrick Patrong will be sending out “hold the date” cards for the next Director’s experience to be held this spring.  The dates are March 12-16. 
Patrick will also be sending out a survey/questionnaire to you in the near future requesting input on preferred training methods. This information will assist us in developing a training plan.   

Following our October meeting, I spoke with Donna Douglas, Deputy Commissioner of Organizational Development, as a follow-up to her attendance at the PDC meeting on July 8, 2011.  VDSS developed a Training Transition Committee to follow the training transition from VISSTA to VDSS.  This committee had two local representatives, Cathy Pemberton and Kevin Filbey. Cathy and Kevin communicated concerns that more local representation was needed as the transition progressed.  VDSS is interested in more local representation as they begin work on a training model. Donna Douglas requested that we merge the Training Transition Committee over to the PDC, so that we will have more local representation and minimize duplicative efforts. For the purpose of ensuring adequate local input, the PDC would like to recruit more local Directors to serve on this committee. We are currently in need of 3-4 Directors from Class III agencies, and 2 from Class II agencies, but we welcome any Director from any size agency that is interested in assisting us with creating the best training possible for local agencies to join us.  We will present more detailed information about merging these two committees following our December PDC meeting.

Vicky Murphy, Local Programs Training Manager came to King and Queen Social Services, her fourth day on the job, to meet with me to discuss how she can best work with the PDC concerning the training needs of local agencies.  She will be attending our PDC meeting on December 9, 2011 at 10:30.  
A request of the PDC was made by Carl Ayers on behalf of the League to assist in the collection of a list of additional unfunded mandates and changes placed on local agencies over the past 20 years.  The list will be used to develop consistent discussion points that League Members can use when talking with their Representatives.  The PDC will address this requested item at our December meeting.
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
