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The members of the Alliance have been busy implementing the best practices and mandates in the various areas of service programs. Through budget restraints we continue to provide excellent customer service.

 Once again a bill is being introduced to the General Assembly that effects local social work staff.  The Alliance is in disagreement with HB2301 and SB1374. We feel this bill has a total disregard of the duties performed by workers in local social services agencies. It fails to recognize the meaning of Social Worker. The SW Licensure Committee and the members of the Legislative Committee are geared up to address this bill filed by NASW for title protection of Social Worker. A position paper has been submitted to the league.  
The Alliance is busy preparing for the Spring Conference to be held in Richmond April 27th-29th. During this conference we will celebrate our 25th anniversary. We are excited as we will have our founding fathers with us that week. We are submitting a request to the State Department to help with scholarship funds to help offset the expense of this conference. We offer scholarships for registration and also two full scholarships that include registration and lodging. We thank the league members for giving their staff the opportunity to attend this forum for professional and personal growth and development.
Since 1986, when several individuals saw the need to form an organization of Social Workers and Employment Service Workers, the Alliance has provided a mechanism for local staff to network and provide support to local social service staff. We thank the league for all their help in our endeavors.
